REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

September 14, 2010 @ 6:30 PM

This was the regular monthly meeting of council.  
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by President Daniel Kendall
The Pledge of Allegiance was followed by roll call.
Council members present were Mr. Beck, Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Maxon, Mr. Kendall, Mr. Lacey

Also present were Mayor Brockman, Solicitor Jeremy Davis of Davis & Davis and Secretary Bernice Suchevits  

Recognition of Citizens
Mrs. Kathy Koval – 803 Monroe Avenue – West Brownsville – Mrs. Koval stated that she was at the meeting to represent the residents around the area of the Penndot property near Monroe Street.  She said workers begin work starting around 5:00 a.m. and the noise from the trucks beeping, tailgates banging and loud talking by the workers is waking up the entire neighborhood.  She presented 7 complaints from residents and said that there are more if we need them.
Mrs. Virginia Nemetz – 545 Axton Street – West Brownsville – Mrs. Nemetz stated that the West Brownsville Police Dept. issued her a citation to repair the garage and that her family is working on the repairs, however, they are requesting an extension to the citation.  

Motion was made by Mr. Beck and seconded by Mr. Lacey to grant an extension to the citation issued to Virginia Nemetz to November 30, 2010 to make all the repairs to garage.  Motion carried.

Mr. Richard Black, Jr. – 306 Middle Street – West Brownsville – Mr. Black stated that he is working on new Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) and he should have it ready by the end of the year and will keep us updated. 
Mr. Richard Black  – 306A Middle Street – West Brownsville  - Mr. Black stated that he would like something done about the speeding on Middle Street.

Mr. Robert Opel, Sr. – 30 Main Street – West Brownsville – Mr. Opel stated that numerous vehicles are speeding in front of his property on old Route 40.  He stated that this has been going on for some time and something has to be done because it is hard to cross the street and construction trucks are speeding 50 to 60 MPH.  Mayor Brockman asked Mr. Opel for permission so the West Brownsville Police could use his lot and Mr. Opel stated that would be fine.  
Mrs. Lisa Veatch – 905 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville  -  Mrs. Veatch stated that she was at the meeting to observe.
Mrs. Jean Bakewell – 901 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville – Mrs. Bakewell stated that she was at the meeting to report speeding on the lower end of Main Street and on Woodlawn.

Mr. James Bakewell – 901 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville – Mr. Bakewell stated Mr. Abe Johnson’s property has water in the basement and the building is in such deplorable condition that it should be torn down. The house sits so far back that it is hard to see from George Street.  Council is to find out who owns the lot and see if we can have the house taken down.  Mr. Petro is to follow up.

Mr. Jobie Wright – 131 Franklin Drive – Brownsville  -  Mr. Wright sated that he wanted to know if his new address has been assigned by the borough.
Mrs. Maxon motioned and Mr. Lacey seconded the motion to approve Mr. Wright’s address for his property as 801 Madison Street – West Brownsville, Pa.  Motion carried.
Mr. Dana DeAngelo – 57 W Main Street – West Brownsville – Mr. DeAngelo arrived late and stated he was at the meeting to observe.
Council entered Executive Session at 7:00 p.m. to discuss personnel issues & adjourned at 7:21 p.m.
Mr. Beck motioned and Mrs. Maxon seconded to set the Street Department Hours barring any extenuating  circumstances from September 1st to April 30th of each year from 8:00a.m. to 4:00p.m. and from May 1st to August 31st of each year from 7:00a.m. to 3:00p.m.  Motion carried

Mr. Beck motioned and Mrs. Maxon seconded to authorize Mayor Brockman to cut back the Police Department hours and to eliminate Michael Mace’s position as a part-time police officer due to lack of funds in the Police Department.  Motion carried.

Public Health - George Lacey, Chairman - nothing
Public Works – Gary Bennett, Chairman  - Mr. Bennett stated that the no parking and stop signs have been ordered.
The rim on the Red Dump truck needs replaced and a new alternator is needed; filters are needed for the highlift and 6 can of white and 6 cans of green paint are neded for PA One call.

Mr. Lacey motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded to have the maintenance and repair parts purchased to fix equipment in preparation for winter.

Budget and Finance – Mr. Petro, Chairman – Mr. Petro stated that we have to watch out spending.  We still owe money on back taxes on lots/property that the borough owns.
