


WEST BROWNSVILLE BOROUGH

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

October 12, 2010 @ 6:30 PM

This was the regular monthly meeting of council.  
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by President Daniel Kendall
The Pledge of Allegiance was followed by roll call.
Council members present were Mr. Beck, Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Maxon, Mr. Kendall, Mr. Lacey 
and Mr. Petro                                                            
Also present were Mayor Brockman, Solicitor Jeremy Davis of Davis & Davis and Secretary Bernice Suchevits  

Recognition of Citizens
Mr. Terry McMillen – McMillen Engineering – Uniontown, PA – Mr. McMillen stated that he was at the meeting to present the Revised Land Development and Subdivision Plan for the Croftcheck Property on which the new Wal-Mart Superstore No. 4501-01 would be built.  The revised plans show that the store was narrowed and widened from the previous plans.   Mr. McMillen requested that council approve the revised plans and to submit a letter stating council approved the plans.  Mr. McMillen also stated that the sewage construction scheduled was pushing the Wal-Mart construction and that the store is scheduled for completion around the first week of February, 2012.
Mrs. Maxon motioned and Mr. Bennett seconded the motion to accept the Revised Land Development and Subdivision Plan dated October 5, 2010 and to send an approval letter to McMillen Engineering.  

Roll call was taken with all council members voting to accept the motion.  Motion carried.
Mr. McMillen stated that his office is working on right-a-ways for the new Wal-Mart store.
Mr. Peter Koyan – 225 Fifth Avenue, Pittsburgh, PA  15222 – Mr. Koyan stated that he was from Reed Smith and that he was at the meeting representing Wal-Mart.
Mr. James Bakewell and Mrs. Jean Bakewell – 901 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville – Mr. & Mrs. Bakewell stated that they were at the meeting to observe.
Mr. Robert Opel, Sr. – 30 Main Street – West Brownsville – Mr. Opel stated that numerous vehicles are speeding in front of his property on old Route 40 and this is his third meeting to complain. 

Mr. Robert Opel, Jr. – 22 Main Street – West Brownsville – Mr. Opel stated he was at the meeting to complain about the constant burning that residents are doing everyday in the borough, only wood and paper is to be burned but fires continue smoldering for days and toxic fumes are throughout the borough.  He stated that Ordinance No. 272 states burning is to be done on Wednesday and Saturday only.  
Dan Cover and Dennis Cover – 109 Boyd Avenue –Brownsville – Mr. Dan Cover stated that he was at the meeting to inquire about placing a bid on the 303 Jefferson Avenue property.

Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. Petro seconded to re-advertise the 303 Jefferson Avenue property for sale for a minimum price of $12,000.0.   Bids shall be due by 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, November 9, 2010.

Roll call was taken with all council members voting to accept the motion.   Motion carried.
Mr. George McKnight – 303 Pittsburgh Road – West Brownsville – Mr. McKnight was at the meeting to observe.

Terry Toth  – 10 Blaine Lane Blvd. – West Brownsville – Mrs. Toth stated that she was at the meeting to observe but she wanted to thank the borough for the no parking sign that was installed.

Jerry McManus – Mr. Kendall read a letter that was hand delivered by Mr. McManus to Mayor Brockman stating that 2 stops signs are needed on the corner of Main Street & Woodlawn Avenue.
Approval of Minutes

Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. Petro seconded to accept the minutes for the September 14, 2010 regular meeting. Motion carried.    Mr. Petro motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded to accept the minutes for the September 21, 2010 special meeting.   Motion carried.

Solicitor’s Report
Mr. Davis provided copies of a Local Service Tax Ordinance to all council members and requested that they review and make any comments prior to the next regular meeting.
Tax Collector’s Report 

Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded the motion to accept the tax collector’s report as given by the secretary.  Motion carried.
Secretary’s Report
Motion was made by Mr. Bennett and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to accept the secretary’s report and to pay the bills.  Motion carried.
President’s Report
Mr. Kendall stated that the ditch on the 4-lane highway had not been cleaned.
Sewage Report

Mr. Kendall advised that work on Center-West Sewage project will begin in Blainesburg at Main and Watts Streets on Monday, October 18th, another crew will be begin work on October 25th and the third crew will begin on November 1st & the contractor is hoping to be done in Blainsburg by Christmas & completed with all the main trunk lines by June 2011.  
Committee Reports
Public Safety - Patricia Maxon, Chairman  -  Ms. Maxon advised that we still have to work on plans for winter storms and to set snow removal rates.   Mr. Kendall stated that he received a price of $65.00 per hour from a contractor that does plowing of parking lots and businesses.  It was discussed that the borough should get a quote on an 8’ power angle plow for the Green Dump truck.
Public Health - George Lacey, Chairman – Mr. Lacey stated that the sewer on 6th Street had been cleaned.
Public Works – Gary Bennett, Chairman  - Mr. Bennett stated that he had quotes for Lillian Ambrose Steps and the apron for the borough’s garage.   Received a quote for both jobs from Sam Downs Home Improvements for a total of $2900.00 and Maund Industries quoted $2,750.00.  

Upon discussing the quotes, Motion was made by Mr. Bennett and seconded by Mr. Beck to accept the lowest bidder, Maund Industries for $2,750.00.  Motion carried.
Recreation and Activities – Joseph DeSalvo, Chairman  - Mr. DeSalvo stated that he is working on the next year’s budget for recreation.  He also stated that the LSA Grant Application is prepared and will be hand delivered by Mr. Petro before the October 15, 2010 deadline. 
Budget and Finance – Mr. Petro, Chairman – Mr. Petro stated that we have to keep watching out spending.  
Personnel and Planning – Larry Beck, Chairman  - Mr. Beck stated that he is working on the personnel handbook.
Mayor’s Report
Mayor Brockman stated that the borough should repair the spreader on the Green Dump Truck so that we can also use it during the winter.   He said that a new motor is needed.
Mr. Petro motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded to repair the spreader box for the Green Dump Truck so it can be used during the winter snow storms.  Motion carried.

Old Business – The secretary is to send a certified letter to Fayette Waste asking for payment of Road Impact Fees.
Mr. Petro motioned & Mr. DeSalvo seconded to approve & adopt the Solid Waste Management Ordinance. Motion carried.
Adjournment
Mr. Bennett  motioned and Mrs. Maxon seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
