REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

December 14, 2010 @ 6:30 PM and December 21, 2010 @ 6:00 PM
This was the regular monthly meeting of council.  
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by President Daniel Kendall
The Pledge of Allegiance was followed by roll call.
Council members present on December 14th were Mr. Beck, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Maxon, Mr. Kendall, Mr. Lacey 
and Mr. Petro and on December 21st were Mr. Beck, Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Maxon, Mr. Kendall and Mr. Petro

Mr. Bennett was absent on December 14th and Mr. Lacey was absent on December 21st.

Also present were Solicitor Jeremy Davis of Davis & Davis and Secretary Bernice Suchevits  

Recognition of Citizens
Richard Black, Sr. - 306A Middle St. - West Brownsville – Mr. Black stated the storm drain needs cleaned at Ash Alley.

Brian Toth  – 10 Blaine Lane Blvd. – West Brownsville – Mr. Toth stated that he would like to have Blaine Blvd. cleaned when it snows.

William Piccolomini – Mr. Piccolomini of Fayette Waste was present for the Trash Removal Bid Opening.

George Nakutis – 303 Pittsburgh Road – West Brownsville – Mr. Nakutis  stated that he was at the meeting to observe.
Lisa Veatch – 905 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville – Ms. Veatch stated a stop sign needs to be installed at Main & Third Street near the Croatian Club and a sign with a yellow arrow needs replaced at the top of George Street.  She stated that Mr. & Mrs. Bakewell requested that she let council know that the people working on the sewage project are driving too fast on their street.
Ruth Furlong – 130 Middle Street – West Brownsville – Ms. Furlong stated she was as the meeting to request that her storm drain in the front of her house be cleaned.

Approval of Minutes

Mrs. Maxon motioned and Mr. Petro seconded to accept the minutes for the November 9, 2010 Regular Meeting and November 16, 2010 Budget Meeting.  Motion carried.

Solicitor’s Report - Mr. Davis stated he had nothing new to report other than he is working on the stormwater ordinance for the borough.
Tax Collector’s Report 

Mr. Beck motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded the motion to accept the tax collector’s report as given by the secretary.  Motion carried.
Secretary’s Report
Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Lacey to accept the secretary’s report and to pay the bills.  Motion carried.
President’s Report
Mr. Kendall stated there is a Washington County Tax Collection Committee Meeting scheduled for December 16, 2010 and that at least one council member should attend.  Mr. Petro stated that he would attend.
Sewage Report

Mr. Kendall advised that work on Center-West Sewage project is going as scheduled.  
Mr. Kendall stated that Mr. Steve Eby of Widmer Engineering gave the borough a map marked with the progress of sewage lines that have been completed in Blainesburg to December 14, 2010.

Committee Reports
Public Safety - Patricia Maxon, Chairman  -  Ms. Maxon advised that we still have to prepared for cold weather and that jumper cables should be  available for all equipment for the borough.

Public Health - George Lacey, Chairman – Mr. Lacey stated that when the fire extinguishers were recently inspected, he was told that all the extinguishers are expired and need replaced and he received a quote to purchase 8 extinguishers from Safety First for a cost of $793.77.
Public Works – Gary Bennett, Chairman  - Mr. Petro and Mickey are to check Mr. McManus’s sewer line to see if the storm drain is clogged or if it is Mr. McManus’s sewer line inside his house.
Upon discussion, motion was made by Petro and seconded my Mr. DeSalvo to purchase the 17” monitor for the Street Department that Mr. Lacey has at his home that has never been used and is still in the box for $100.00.  Motion carried with Mrs. Maxon voting nay.

Recreation and Activities – Joseph DeSalvo, Chairman  - Mr. DeSalvo stated that the Washington County Health Partners did not approved the borough for funding for the new walking trails, the funding was for existing trails.  They did however, provide a list of grants and grant workshops with a deadline of April 20, 2011.
Budget and Finance – Mr. Petro, Chairman – Mr. Kendall stated that the American Legion Commander asked if the borough could help find some money to fix up the playground.  There are 4 high swings and 2 toddler sings.  The borough could purchase the swings and get a second basketball hoop and install them at the playground.  Mickey to look at the swing hardware to see what is needed.
Personnel and Planning – Larry Beck, Chairman  - Mr. Beck presented the Street Department Employee Handbook to the council members for review. 
Motion was made by Mr. Beck and seconded by Mr. Petro to adopt the 2011 Budget.  Roll call was taken with all voting yea.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mrs. Maxon and seconded my Mr. DeSalvo to adopt the Local Services Tax Ordinance No. 315.  Roll call was taken with all voting yea.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. Beck to adopt the Tax Levy Ordinance No. 316 for the year 2011.  Roll call was taken with all voting yea.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. Beck and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to continue this meeting until Tuesday, December 21, 2010 @ 6:00 p.m. to discuss the Street Department Handbook and the Residential Garbage Collection Bids.

December 21, 2010 
Council entered Executive Session at 6:01 p.m. to discuss Garbage Collection Bids and adjourned at 6:30 p.m.

Motion was made by Mrs. Maxon and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to reject all bids that were received and opened on December 14, 2010 for Residential Garbage Collection in the Borough.  Roll call was taken with all voting yea.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by Mrs. Maxon and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to have the solicitor revise the Residential Garbage Collection Specifications and Instructions to the Bidders to include the $2.00 per month Road Impact Fee in the bid documents and then re-advertise with bids due on January 11, 2011.  Roll call was taken with all voting yea.  Motion carried. 

Motion was made to eliminate the Primary Election Day in May and the General Election Day in November from the Street Commissioner’s vacation days effective January 1, 2011.  Roll call was taken with Mr. Beck, Mr. Bennett,

Mr. Kendall, Mrs. Maxon and Mr. Petro voting yea and Mr. DeSalvo voting nay.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mrs. Maxon to continue with two (2) weeks paid vacation for Mr. Lacey’s and to cut the annual sick days from 15 days to 5 days and to call them PTO (paid time off) days for 2011.  Roll call was taken with Mr. Beck, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon voting yea and Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo and Mr. Kendall voting nay.  Motion failed.
Motion was made by Mrs. Maxon and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to appoint Mr. Petro the Representative for the Washington County Tax Collection Committee.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to appoint Mrs. Maxon the Alternate for the Washington County Tax Collection Committee.  Motion carried.

Mr. Bennett motioned and Mrs. Maxon seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
