
WEST BROWNSVILLE BOROUGH

REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

January 11, 2011 @ 6:30 P.M.
This was the regular monthly meeting of council.  
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by President Daniel Kendall
The Pledge of Allegiance was followed by roll call.
Council members present were Mr. Beck, Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Maxon, Mr. Kendall and Mr. Petro.  

Mr. Lacey was working during the meeting clearing the roads, however, he was available to attend the meeting if needed.
Also present were Solicitor Jeremy Davis of Davis & Davis and Secretary Bernice Suchevits  

Recognition of Citizens
Richard Black, Sr. - 306A Middle St. - West Brownsville – Mr. Black stated that he was at the meeting to observe.
Kimberly Bakewell – 901 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville – Ms. Bakewell stated that the sewage workers are running the stop signs in the borough.  

Jean Bakewell – 901 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville  Ms. Bakewell stated that she was at the meeting to observe.
Lisa Veatch – 905 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville – Ms. Veatch stated that she was at the meeting to observe but she wanted to let council know that the sewage workers should pickup the rocks that are falling out of the trucks onto the road.

William Piccolomini – Mr. Piccolomini of Fayette Waste was present for the Trash Removal Bid Opening.

Council entered Executive Session at 6:43 p.m. to discuss Garbage Collection Bids and adjourned at 6:56 p.m.

Mr. Beck motioned and Mrs. Maxon seconded the motion to have the solicitor review the received trash removal bids for the next meeting.  Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes

Mrs. Bennett motioned and Mr. Petro seconded to accept the minutes for the December 14th and 21, 2010 Regular Meeting with the following approved corrections.  Motion carried.

………..Motion was made by Mrs. Maxon and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to have the solicitor revise the Residential Garbage Collection Specifications and Instructions to the Bidders to include the $2.00 per month Road Impact Fee in the bid documents and then re-advertise with bids due on January 11, 2011.  Roll call was taken with Mr. Beck, Mrs. Maxon, Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo and Mr. Kendall voting yea.  Mr. Petro voted nay.  Motion carried. 

 ………. Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mrs. Maxon to continue with three (3) weeks paid vacation for Mr. Lacey’s and to cut the annual sick days from 20 days to 5 days and to call them PTO (paid time off) days for 2011.  Roll call was taken with Mr. Beck, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon voting yea and Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo and Mr. Kendall voting nay.  Motion failed.

Mr. Petro quoted the following from the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Borough Code Supplement dated December 31, 2006 ….  Section 1003,  Paragraph 2, …The mayor may attend any or all regular and special meetings of council and may take part in the discussions of the council on matters pertaining to borough affairs, subject to any restrictions applicable to members of council contained in the rules of order or bylaws of the council.  In all cases where, by reason of a tie or split vote, the council of any borough shall be unable to enact or pass any ordinance, resolution, or motion, or to declare or fill any vacancy in its membership, or any other borough office, or to take any action on any matter lawfully brought before it, the mayor, if in attendance at the meeting, may at his option case the deciding vote, or request that the matter be tabled until a special meeting of council to be held within not less than five days or more than ten days at which time the matter shall be reconsidered by council and, if a tie or split vote still exists, it shall be the duty of the mayor at that time to cast the deciding vote.  If such a tie or split vote shall occur at any meeting when the mayor is not in attendance the matter shall be tabled to a special meeting to be held within not less than five days or more than ten days as set by the president of council, and the mayor shall be given at least five days’ notice of such meeting, at which meeting it shall be the duty of the mayor to cast the tie-breaking vote 
Solicitor’s Report - Mr. Davis stated he had nothing new to report.
Tax Collector’s Report 

Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded the motion to accept the tax collector’s report as given by the secretary.  Motion carried.
Secretary’s Report
Motion was made by Mr. Beck and seconded by Mr. Bennett to accept the secretary’s report and to pay the bills.  Mr. Petro voted to pay all bills and to accept the secretary’s report with the exception of the Street Commissioner’s Salary.
Motion carried.
President’s Report
Mr. Kendall stated that Penndot has yet to clear the culverts along Route 88 South.  
Sewage Report

Mr. Kendall advised that work on Center-West Sewage project is moving along fast and the men are now working on Wilson Road and then they are moving to Centerville Borough.
Committee Reports
Public Safety - Patricia Maxon, Chairman  -  Ms. Maxon advised that there was nothing new to report as this time.
Public Health - George Lacey, Chairman – No report

Public Works – Gary Bennett, Chairman  - Mr. Bennett advised that there was nothing new to report at this time.
Recreation and Activities – Joseph DeSalvo, Chairman  - Mr. DeSalvo stated that upon reviewing the Young Lungs at Play policy as sponsored by Penn State, Mayor Brockman recommends that we make the playgrounds, tobacco free zones.

Motion was made by Mr.Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to adopt a Resolution in the Borough to ban smoking at all playgrounds in the borough.  Attorney Davis is to prepare the resolution.  Motion carried.

Mr. DeSalvo stated that he will fill out applications for e-grants by the April 20, 2011 deadline for additional money for recreation equipment.  

Mr. DeSlavo also stated that he called Washington County to inquire on the Stormwater Management Ordinance meetings with municipalities but they have not begun scheduling meetings yet.
Budget and Finance – Mr. Petro, Chairman – Mr. Petro stated that Mickey was to remove a bracket off the swing at the American Legion to see if it could be repaired or replaced.

Mr. Petro stated that he had scheduled the Presentation of the Comprehensive Plan in Washington, Pa at 4:20 p.m. on Thursday, January 20, 2011 and he is hopeful that Mr. Kendall can attend.
Personnel and Planning – Larry Beck, Chairman  - Mr. Beck stated that Mr. Lacey had taken 14 six days in 2 months and that on three different times, 2 days were taken in a row and no doctor’s excuse was provided.

Motion was made by Mr. Beck and seconded by Mrs. Maxon to change the street commissioner’s vacation and all full time employees to 2 (two) weeks vacation and 5 (five) Paid Time Off (PTO) Days effective January 11, 2011.  Roll call was taken with Mr. Beck, Mrs. Maxon, Mr. Petro and Mr. Kendall voting yea and Mr. Bennett and Mr. DeSalvo voting nay.  Motion carried.
A letter to be sent to Mr. Lacey stating council would like to address complaints and issues at the next meeting.

Mr. Beck stated that we should install signs at the Main Street area by Centerville that read… [Mind your Speed – Community not a Freeway] to encourage drivers to slow down.  He also suggested that we contact the State Police and let them know about the speed in that area.

Mayor’s Report – (Given by Mrs. Maxon)

Police Officer, Richard Siple submitted his resignation to Mayor Brockman effective January 16, 2011.

Motion was made by Mrs. Maxon and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to except Mr. Siple’s resignation as of January 16, 2011 and to make sure that all police department equipment is returned.  Motion carried.
Mayor Brockman and Officer Kelley Falcon recommend that council hire Mr. Norman L. Howard as a part-time police officer.  

Motion was made by Mrs. Maxon and seconded by Mr. Beck on the recommendation of Mayor Brockman and Officer Falcon to hire Mr. Norman L. Howard as a part-time Police Officer with his starting pay to be $11.25 per hour.  Motion carried.

Mrs. Maxon stated that Mayor Brockman does not want Mr. Lacey, Street Commissioner to handle anything for the police department. 
New Business
Motioned was made by Mr. Bennett and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to approve a Holding Tank Permit for Mr. Donald Lacey at 927 Adams Street in West Brownsville until the sewage is provided in the borough.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by Mrs. Maxon and seconded by Mr. Bennett to appoint the Law Firm of Davis and Davis as the solicitor for the borough for the year 2011.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Bennett to appoint K2 Engineering, Inc. as the UCC Code Official and engineer of record for the borough for the year 2011.  Roll call was taken with Mr. Beck, Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Maxon and Mr. Petro voting yea.  Mr. Kendall abstained from voting on the motion. 
Adjournment
Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. Petro seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
