Approval of Minutes

Mr. DeSalvo motioned and Mr. Beck seconded to accept the minutes for the May 10, 2011 meeting.  Motion carried. 
Tax Collector’s Report 

Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to accept the Tax Collector’s Report.  Motion Carried.
Secretary’s Report
Motion was made by Mr. Petro & seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to accept the secretary’s report & pay the bills. Motion carried.

Sewage Report – Mayor Brockman stated that Main Street would be blacktopped in August.  Middle Street is to be resurfaced the entire length of the street.
Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Petro to enter into Executive Session.   Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Beck to leave the Executive Session.  Motion carried.

Council entered Executive Session at 6:55 p.m. and adjourned at 7:38 p.m.

Committee Reports

Public Safety – Gary Bennett, Chairman  -  No report

Public Health - George Lacey, Chairman – No report
Public Works – Joseph DeSalvo, Chairman  - Mr. DeSalvo stated that the Summer Work Program was not going to happen because only 30 kids signed up for the program.  

Mr. DeSalvo stated that the swings were installed at the American Legion playground.
Mr. DeSalvo stated that he received a $250.00 donation from Ron White to purchase teeter totters for the playgrounds. 
Mr. DeSalvo stated that the Zozo (2020) riding mower needs repairs to the drive, its slow to go forward and the reverse is not working. The White mower is still having problems with the mower deck but Mickey is trying to make repairs. 
Mr. DeSalvo stated that the seat and hydraulics on the HiLift need repaired:  The seat could cost from $500.00 to $1,600.00; Cost to transport the HiLift $250.00 by someone local in the borough; Labor rate is $75.00 per hour to repair the hydraulics; Repair time could be anywhere from 2 to 6 weeks.
Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to have the seat and back bucket ram on the John Deere 310 HiLift repaired by Uniontown Industrial with the cost of the repairs to be taken out of the State Liquid Fuels Account.  
Roll call was taken with Mr. Beck, Mr. DeSalvo, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon all voting yea.  Motion carried.

Recreation and Activities – Maryann Kubacki, Chairman  -  No report 
Budget and Finance – Mr. Petro, Chairman –Mr. Petro stated that he is concerned about spending and that everything has been discussed already.
Personnel and Planning – Larry Beck, Chairman  - No report.
Motion was made by Mr. Beck and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to have Attorney Davis review the proposed Street Department Job Description.   Motion carried

Mayor’s Report – Mayor Brockman stated that 29 citation letters were send out to residents for not cutting their grass.
Mayor stated that he needs to know who the current owner of the Jones’ property is to notify them to cut the grass.  Mr. Beck is to find out the name of the owner of the Jones’ property.
President’s Report
Mrs. Maxon thanked everyone for their time and help.
Mrs. Maxon also stated that we must be careful with our spending and that every month the secretary will provide a copy of the Budget to all council members if possible a few days before the meeting.
Old Business

Act 167 Stormwater Management Ordinance is still being worked on by various municipalities so until all issues are worked out we will wait to adopt the ordinance.
New Business
Mr. Petro would like to review the Emergency Operations Plan before it is submitted to the county and he would like to have specific names in the Plan because the plan as presented by Mr. Black is a general plan.  Mrs. Maxon suggested that Mr. Petro meet with Mr. Black.

Ordinance for appointment of a Certified Public Accountant given to all council members to review and approval at the next meeting.
The park located at Williams Street was named American Legion Park by the American Legion.
The secretary was directed to send letters to Lee’s Plumbing and Ron White thanking them for their donations for the playgrounds.

Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to send a letter to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Office of Consumer Advocate stating that the Borough of West Brownsville is opposing the proposed rate increase request filed with the PUC by the Pennsylvania-American Water Company (PAWC).  Motion carried.
Secretary to review the correspondence received by Mrs. Maxon from Washington County Tax Collection District regarding current and delinquent Earned Income Tax Collection.

Recognition of Citizens
George Nakutis – 303 Pittsburgh Road – West Brownsville – Mr. Nakutis stated that he was at the meeting to observe.
John Slusarczyk – 1 Sam Road  – West Brownsville  Mr. Slusarczyk stated DEP is requesting a letter from the Code Enforcement  Officer for the Fill Slope near Wilson Avenue.  A letter will be sent to HMT and Associates from the Borough stating the borough does not have a Code Enforcement Officer.  Mr. Slusarcyzk stated that Veolia sent a letter advising he must change his business trash removal from Fayette Waste to Veolia since they are the new haulers for the borough.
Mark and Carol Sabol – 410 Middle Street – West Brownsville – Mr. Sabol stated that he wants to tear down the house located at 8 Vine Street and he wanted to know if he needed a permit.  Mayor Brockman advised Mr. Sabol that no permit is required to tear down the house.  Mr. Sabol wanted to know how will asphalt curbs be installed by the sewage authority.
Mr. Petro motioned to purchase a copy of the Property Maintenance Code’s Current Edition so that a copy of the Property Ordinance can be obtained and reviewed by Attorney Davis.  Since there was no second on the motion, the Motion failed.
