REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

March 8, 2011 @ 6:30 P.M.
This was the regular monthly meeting of council.  
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Vice President Patricia Maxon
The Pledge of Allegiance was followed by roll call.
Council members present were Mr. Beck, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey and Mrs. Maxon

Council members absent were Mr. Bennett;  Mr. Beck and Mayor Brockman were working
Also present were Attorney Jeremy Davis and Secretary Bernice Suchevits           
Solicitor’s Report - Mr. Davis stated the Storm Management Ordinance was prepared and ready for council.  Upon discussions the ordinance was tabled at this meeting. 

Tax Collector’s Report 

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Petro to accept the tax collector’s report.

Secretary’s Report

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Lacey to accept the secretary’s report and to pay the bills. 

Roll call was taken with Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon all voting yea.   Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Lacey to combine the Gaming Fund and Horse Racing Fund Accounts and rename it the Municipal Share Account.  Motion carried.
President’s Report
Mrs. Maxon thanked everyone for their help during the past month.
Sewage Report
Mr. Scott Campbell and Mr. Bill Worthington, Chairman of the Center-West Joint Sewer Authority attended the meeting to update council on the sewage project.  Mr. Worthington stated that Wal-Mart is taking 28 EDU taps for their new store.  Woodlawn Avenue should be completed by March 11, 2011.  Main Street to Second Avenue is nearly complete.   Mr. Campbell stated that patching on holes in Blainesburg will begin in mid April when the weather warms.
Recognition of Citizens
Mr. Dana DeAngleo -  Main Street - West Brownsville – Mr. DeAngelo stated he was at the meeting to observe.

Mr. Richard Black, Sr. – 306 Middle Street - West Brownsville – Mr. Black stated he has been asking for 6 months to have the storm sewers cleaned on both sides of Middle Street and Ash Alley because they are full and clogged.

Mr. Robert W. Opel, Sr. – 30 Main Street - West Brownsville – Mr. Open stated he was at the meeting because the speeding is continuing on old Route 40 on Main Street.  Council advised Mr. Opel that the police department is working on the speeding and that council would send a letter to Penndot requesting that a 25 MPH sign be installed to curb the speeding on Main Street at Centerville and West Brownsville boundary line.
Mrs. Lisa Veatch – 905 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville – Mrs. Veatch stated she was at the meeting to observe.

Mrs. Bakewell – 901 Woodlawn Avenue – West Brownsville – Mrs. Bakewell stated she was at the meeting to observe.

Mr. Brian Toth – 10 Blaine Blvd. – West Brownsville – Mr. Toth stated he was at the meeting to observe.

Mr. Oliver Lint of Veolia – Mr. Lint stated he was at the meeting to observe

Mr. Ron Herrington of McMillen Engineering – Mr. Herrington stated he was at the meeting to present the revised final drawings dated January 27, 2011 for the subdivision plan for Wal-Mart.

Mr. Petro motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded the motion to accept and approve the final Subdivision Plans dated January 27, 2011 as prepared and presented by McMillen Engineering for the new Wal-Mart located on the Croftcheck property 

Roll call was taken with Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon voting yea.  Motion carried.
Mr. Petro motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded the motion to approve the final Subdivision Plan for the Water Tower for Pennsylvania American Water Co. dated January 11, 2011 as prepared and presented by McMillen Engineering for the new Wal-Mart to be located on the Croftcheck property.
Roll call was taken with Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon voting yea.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Lacey to enter into Executive Session.  Motion carried.

Council entered Executive Session at 7:08 p.m. and adjourned at 7:19 p.m.

Committee Reports

Public Safety – Gary Bennett, Chairman  - None
Public Health - George Lacey, Chairman – Mr. Lacey stated he had nothing new to report.

Public Works – Joseph DeSalvo, Chairman  - 

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded my Mr. Petro to accept the attached Listing of Repairs to the sewage project, street overlays and ditch repairs per Widmer Engineering’s map recommendations.  Copy of the Listing of Repairs will be attached in the minute book as copies were handed to all council members at the meeting.  Motion carried.
Recreation and Activities – Maryann Kubacki, Chairman 
Mr. Petro presented a layout of the proposed playground at the corner of Jefferson Avenue, 4th and Adams Street.   Mr. Petro stated the playground equipment needs to be removed.  Mr. Lacey and Mr. Roberts will do the work on Saturday with Mr. Lacey taking a day off during the week.  Mr. Petro stated that volunteers are needed to help build the pavilions and to excavation the playground.  Upon discussions it was suggested that letters be sent to the Brownsville Area School District and the California Area School District to solicit volunteer students to help build the playgrounds.
It was also discussed that the secretary should check with our insurance carrier as to insurance coverage on local volunteers while working on the playgrounds and if the borough is not covered, solicit a price for coverage.

Motion was made by Mr. Petro to purchase the materials such as landscape timbers for $1,637.60 and $818.30 from 84 Lumber.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to purchase Certified Playground Mulch for a 80’x80’ playground at $18.75 per cu yard delivered with a maximum cost not to exceed $4,500.00.  Money is to come from the Municipal Share Account.

Roll call was taken with Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon voting yea.  Motion carried.

Budget and Finance – Mr. Petro, Chairman – Mr. Petro stated that a steering committee should be organized for the Comprehensive Zoning Plan.
Personnel and Planning – Larry Beck, Chairman  - None
Mayor’s Report – (Given by Mrs. Maxon)

Mrs. Maxon stated the mayor is updated on everything that is going on in the borough.
New Business

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Petro to purchase a ½ page ad in the Center in the Woods program book through the Tri-County Borough Association. 
Secretary to verify that the September Meeting for the Tri-County Borough Association is to be held at the West Brownsville Borough Building.
Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to award the West Brownsville Borough Residential Garbage Collection Services Contract to Veolia Environmental of McClellandtown, PA as the lowest responsible bidder.  Although Fayette Waste is the lowest bidder in dollars, Council does not consider them to be a responsible bidder, after Council conducted a full and careful investigation.  
Roll call was taken with Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon voting yea.  Motion carried.

The meeting was called to order at 10:00 AM by Vice President Joseph DeSalvo
Council members present were Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mr. DeSalvo
Also present were Mayor Brockman and Secretary Bernice Suchevits  
Recognition of Citizens

The General Topic of this meeting is to discuss the Beautification Project in the Borough so Vice President gave Mr. Petro the floor to discuss the issues.
Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mrs. Kubacki to support the West Brownsville Volunteer Fire Department up to $6,000.00 out of the 2010 Municipal Share Account for 2011 with the purchase of equipment.  The Fire Department is to provide council with three quotes for any equipment that is above $4,000.00 and under $10,000.00.  A letter will be sent to the Fire Department notifying them that the West Brownsville Borough will assistance is the purchase of equipment for 2011.

Roll call was taken with Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mr. DeSalvo voting yea.  Motion carried.

Mr. Petro requested that the 2 trees at the bottom of Woodlawn dropped at the playground in Blainesburg.  Mr. Lacey to handle.

Request for donation letters are to be sent to the Wal-Mart stores in Belle Vernon and Uniontown and Lowes in Uniontown requesting either money or materials for the borough playgrounds.  
Request for volunteers to help with the work on the playgrounds is to be sent to the fire department. 

Request for donation letters are to be sent to Mon Construction, Von Braddock, John Slusarczyk, Larry Beck Electric requesting either money, sponsor the cost of a bench or donate materials for the borough playgrounds.  

The Time schedule for the playground work is June, 2011. 

Other issues that were discussed include…
1.
New swing seats are needed 
2.
The borough should purchase a scanner and Adobe Software to record all borough property.
3.
Mrs. Kubacki is to speak with Mr. John Over to see if Mr. Over can locate the drawings that Mr. Kendall was 

working on for the new borough building prior to his death.

4.
A Rental Ordinance needs to be prepared which states all landlords must notify the Tax Collector or the Borough of the names and addresses for the tenants in the property.  It is possible that we could work from the California Borough Ordinance if there is one online.
5.
Mr. Petro stated that during the recent Tax Collection Committee Meeting it was discussed that each municipality should update their listing of Owners/Renters and provide the information to the Tax Collection Committee to insure they are receiving earned income tax from all their residents.  The borough needs to work on preparing a Resident Listing.
6.
The Gillispie Family Cemetery on Madison was discussed.  We need to know if it is on Indian land, should the history of the cemetery preserved.  We need the Parcel No. to get the ownership of the property.  Mr. Petro stated that he would have the correct name inscribed on a sign and erected to keep people from parking in front of the property.
7.
A letter is to be sent to Penndot asking if the Borough would be allowed to beautify the triangle at the intersection of Route 88 and Main Street with a flower garden.

The Mayor stated he would like to have police on duty all week except for Sunday so he is requesting a third part-time police officer.
Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. Lacey to hire Mr. Troy D. Rice as a Part-time Police Officer at the rate of $11.25 per hour.   
Roll call was taken with Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mr. DeSalvo voting yea.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mrs. Kubacki and seconded by Mr. Petro to purchase 1 used Utility Bed to install on the 1987 Dodge Pickup from Mr. Matt Maund of Fredericktown at a cost of $700.00.  Motion carried.
Upon discussions the Mayor requested that a letter be sent to Mr. Mark Sabol requesting that he contact the borough and let him know who the insurance company is and how long will be before the house is torn down on Vine Street that burned in December 2010.

Motion was made by Mrs. Kubacki and seconded by Mr. Petro to solicit quotes for up to 30 concrete drain boxes not to exceed $9,500.00 to be funded out the Municipal Share Fund.  
Roll call was taken with Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mr. DeSalvo voting yea.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mrs. Kubacki and seconded by Mr. Lacey that if additional funding is needed to pay for the concrete drain boxes the additional money would be paid out of the General Fund Account up to $5,000.00

Roll call was taken with Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mr. DeSalvo voting yea.  Motion carried.

Mr. Lacey motioned and Mr. Kubacki seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
