REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

May 10, 2011 @ 6:30 P.M.
This was the regular monthly meeting of council.  
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by President Patricia Maxon
The Pledge of Allegiance was followed by roll call.
Council members present were Mr. Beck, Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon

Approval of Minutes

Mr. Petro motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded to accept the minutes for the April 12, 2011 meeting.  Motion carried. 
Tax Collector’s Report 

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Lacey to accept the Tax Collector’s Report.  Motion Carried.
Secretary’s Report
Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo & seconded by Mr. Beck to accept the secretary’s report & pay the bills. Motion carried.

Sewage Report – Mr. DeSalvo stated that he had received a complaint regarding the sidewalk on River Street that had been damaged by the contractor installing the sewage lines.  Upon discussion, it was agreed that the secretary would send a letter to the Center-West Joint Sewer Authority requesting that the contractor return the sidewalk to its original condition prior to any work being done. 
Solicitor’s Report – Attorney Davis presented council with a draft copy of the ordinance for appointment of an Independent Auditor for the borough for council to review and approve at a future meeting.
Committee Reports

Public Safety – Gary Bennett, Chairman  -  Mr. Black, Jr. presented council with a draft copy of the Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) for review by Mr. Bennett.  Mr. Black stated that at June’s meeting the EOP would have to be approved with a motion so that he could send it to Washington County for final approval.
Public Health - George Lacey, Chairman – Mr. Lacey stated there was nothing new to report at this time.

Public Works – Joseph DeSalvo, Chairman  - Mr. DeSalvo stated that the swings had been installed.  Mr. DeSalvo stated he would like permission to send a thank you letter to the Greene County Votech School for making the swivels and pins for the swings.  Council approved.
Mr. DeSalvo stated that he is preparing a full time and part time job description for the Street Department.

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Beck to accept the Summer Youth Job Description.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Petro to purchase $1,700.00 worth of stone to share in the cost of repairing Wilson Road as the California Borough employees are doing the labor to repair the road.  An invoice will be presented to the borough to cover the cost of the stone.  Roll called was taken with all council members voting yea.  

Motion carried.
Recreation and Activities – Maryann Kubacki, Chairman  -  Mrs. Kubacki advised that she is still working on the grant for the DCNR.   Mrs. Kubacki stated that she will work with Representative Daley’s office & apply for Green Space Grants.
Mrs. Kubacki said she would contact K2 Engineering for a cost proposal on preparing drawings for the Walking Trail on Township Road because they would be needed for applying for the Green Space Grant.
Budget and Finance – Mr. Petro, Chairman –Mr. Petro stated that he is waiting for the playground area to be cleaned off so work could begin. 
Mr. Petro instructed the secretary to send a Thank You letter to 84 Lumber for their donation of materials.

Secretary is to also provide council members with a copy of the Budget for their review.

Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to file a civil complaint through District Justice Joshua Kanalis office against Fayette Waste, LLC for Franchise Fee owed for the 4th quarter of 2010 in the amount of $2,760.00, the 1st quarter of 2011 in the amount of $2,760.00 plus attorney fees.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to have Attorney Davis prepare a draft contract between Veolia and the West Brownsville Borough and to make sure that the Franchise Fee payment to the borough is spelled out in the contract.  
Roll called was taken with Mr. Beck, Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey and Mr. Petro voting yea and Mrs. Maxon voting nay.  The motion carried.

Personnel and Planning – Larry Beck, Chairman  - No report.
Mayor’s Report – Mayor Brockman requested that another part-time police officer be added to the police department.
Motion was made by Mr. Beck and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to hire Mr. Thomas R. O’Barto as a Part-time Police Officer at the rate of $11.25 per hour.  Motion carried.

Mayor Brockman stated that a new speeding sign that flashes your speed as you drive by will be installed within the month.

President’s Report
Mrs. Maxon stated that we must be careful with our spending.  
New Business
Upon discussions, council has no interest in purchasing the 28 parcels offered for sale at $100.00 per parcel by the Washington County Tax Revenue Department.
A letter is to be sent to Tiffany Bradey at 5 Liberty Street in West Brownsville, requesting her to remove the swing set from the borough’s property.   Mr. Lacey is to erect a no trespassing sign on the property.
Recognition of Citizens
George Nakutis – 303 Pittsburgh Road – West Brownsville – Mr. Nakutis stated that he was at the meeting to observe.
Patsy Alfano  and Mr. Bob Stimmel – 700 Washington Avenue  – West Brownsville  Mr. Alfano was at the meeting regarding a neighbor dispute between Mr. Bob Stimmell and Mr. Bill Saghy over a question about a shed that sits on the borough’s alley.  Mr. Alfano stated he was at the meeting to disclose the issue to all parties.
 Brian Toth – 10 Blaine Blvd. – West Brownsville – Mr. Toth stated that he was at the meeting to observe.

Mark Sabol – 410 Middle Street – West Brownsville – Mr. Sabol stated that he wanted to know what is being done with the trailer on Vine Street.  Mayor Brockman stated a letter was sent to the owner.   

Mr. Sabol stated that he is getting water in his garage at 418 Middle Street because the drain is broken.

Mr. Sabol stated there is a house at the Corner of Midde Street & Library that has railroad plates and weights holding down a tarp on the house and it is a hazard.   Mayor Brockman advised that he would have the police check on the house.
Mr. Sabol stated that the McDonough’s have a boat in their yard that is filled with water.

Randy Tobak & Martha Fowler – 624 River Street -  West Brownsville Mr. Tobak stated that the sidewalk on River Street was damaged by the contractor installing the sewer lines and now the curb drops down 3 feet.  Mr. Tobak also stated that Wilson Road needs repaired.
Chuck Kurowski – Mr. Kurowski introduced himself and stated he is running for Washington County Judge.

Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. Beck seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
