REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

September 6, 2011 @ 6:30 P.M.
This was the regular monthly meeting of council.  
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by President Patricia Maxon
The Pledge of Allegiance was followed by roll call.
Council members present were Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon

Recognition of Citizens
Robert Opel – 22 Main Street – West Brownsville – Mr. Opel stated that he was at the meeting to observe.

Mark Hanak – 604 Madison Ave. – West Brownsville – Mr. Hanak stated he was at the meeting to observe.

Approval of Minutes

Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. Lacey seconded to accept the minutes for the August 9, 2011 meeting.  Motion carried. 
Tax Collector’s Report 

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mr. Bennett to accept the Tax Collector’s Report as given by the secretary.  Motion Carried.
Secretary’s Report
Motion was made by Mr. Petro & seconded by Mr. Bennett to accept the secretary’s report & pay the bills. Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to appoint Mr. Dana DeAngelo to the open council seat effective immediately to the end of the year.

Roll call was taken with Mr. Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mrs. Kubacki, Mr. Lacey, Mr. Petro and Mrs. Maxon voting yea.  Motion carried.

Secretary to send a letter to Mr. DeAngelo notifying him of council’s decision and a letter is also to be sent to Mr. Black, thanking him for his interest in the council seat.

Sewage Report – Mrs. Kubacki stated that the Sewage Authority set the tap-in fee at $1,350.00 and the monthly sewage fee will be $55.00.  She also stated that Sewage Authority will be sending letters to all property owners informing them of the rates and when the tap-in work is to be completed.

Solicitor’s Report – Attorney Davis stated he prepared an answer to the lawsuit filed by the Brownsville Municipal Authority which will be filed after president of council signs the document.
Committee Reports

Public Safety – Gary Bennett, Chairman  -  Mr. Bennett stated he had nothing new to report.
Public Health - George Lacey, Chairman – Mr. Lacey stated he had nothing new to report.
Public Works – Joseph DeSalvo, Chairman  -  Mr. DeSalvo stated that Middle Street has several issues with water not going into the drains after the contractor blacktopped the road.  Puddles of water are all over the road; the drainage boxes are plugged up with debris and the drains are higher than the blacktop so the water does not run into the drains.  
Recreation and Activities – Maryann Kubacki, Chairman  -  Mrs. Kubacki stated she had nothing new at this time.  
Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. Bennett to pay Glenn Johnston $4,450.00 out of the Municipal Fund Account to blacktop the basketball court on the playground in Blainesburg.  Motion carried.

Mr. DeSalvo wanted to know if we could bring back the Pass, Punt and Kick Program in the borough next year.
Budget and Finance – Mr. Petro, Chairman  - Mr. Petro stated he and Mr. DeSalvo met with Susan Morgan from the Redevelopment Authority and that 3 to 5 volunteers are still needed to work on the Planning and Zoning Plan for the borough.
Personnel and Planning – No report.
Mayor’s Report – Mayor Brockman stated there were 27 police incident reports and 22 traffic stops.

The Mayor stated the grass and weeds have become over grown in the borough and need to be cut back.  He said Council Members should go through the borough to see what should be done.
President’s Report
Mrs. Maxon stated that winter will be here before we know it so she wants to make sure that all of our equipment is serviced and prepared.

It was also discussed that we should increase out salt requirements from 200 tons to 250 tons for the winter.

Old Business
Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. Bennett to approve the Emergency Operations Plans (EOP) as submitted by Mr. Richard Black on May 11, 2011.  Motion carried.
New Business
Motion was made by Mr. Kubacki and seconded by Mr. Bennett to advertise that council intends to adopt the 2011 Earned Income Tax Ordinance with a set fee of $52.00 at the next meeting.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. Petro and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to advertise that council intends to adopt the 2011 Local Services Tax Ordinance at the next meeting.  Motion carried.
Both ordinances must be adopted by November 15, 2011.

Motion was made Mrs. Kubacki and seconded by Mr. DeSalvo to advertise for Request for Proposals (RFP’s) for a Certified Public Accountant.  Motion carried.  It was discussed that in the RFP should include the cost for 1, 2 and 3 years.
Mrs. Maxon stated complaints were received from Mr. McManus asking for a stop sign to be installed at the bottom of Woodlawn and that the weeds on Woodlawn need to be cut.  

Secretary was instructed to write Mr. McManus a letter stating the weeds would be cut, however, council does not want to install another stop sign on Woodlawn Avenue.

Adjournment
Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. Lacey seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
