BUDGET ADOPTION MEETING

November 16, 2010 @ 6:00 PM

This was a special meeting called for budget adoption and general purposes.  
The meeting was called to order at 6:00PM by President Daniel Kendall. 
The Pledge of Allegiance was followed by roll call.  

Council members present were Mr. Beck, Mr.  Bennett, Mr. DeSalvo, Mr. Kendall, Mrs. Maxon, and 
Mr. Petro.    Mr. Lacey was absent

Also present were Mayor Brockman and Secretary Bernice Suchevits  

No Public Comment
Council prepared the 2011 tentative budget for the General Fund, State Fund and Fire Fund.

Mrs. Maxon motioned and Mr. Petro seconded to retain the current Real Estate Tax Rate at 29 mills and Act 511 tax rates (1% Wage Tax and Per Capita).  The motioned carried.

Mr. Bennett  motioned and Mr. Petro seconded to advertise that the proposed Budget and Real Estate Tax Ordinance will be available for public inspection at the borough building until adoption at the regular meeting on December 14, 2010.  The motion carried. 

Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded to advertise the borough council meeting schedule for 2011.  Council meetings will continue to be held on the second Tuesday of each month at 6:30 P.M.  The motion carried.

Mr. Bennett motioned and Mr. DeSalvo seconded that the Liquid Fuels funds expended in 2010 and budgeted for 2011 under Act 655 are true and correct to the best of council’s knowledge.  The motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded by Mrs. Maxon to decrease Mr. Richard Siple’s status to Part-time Police Officer effective immediately and to reduce his hourly rate to $10.00 per hour at Mr. Siple’s request.   The motion carried.

Motion was made by Mrs. Maxon and seconded by Mr. Beck to maintain the Police Department, Borough Secretary and Street Department current hourly wages.  The motion carried.

Motion was made by Mr. DeSalvo and seconded my Mr. Bennett to purchase a used Three-Quarter (3/4) ton Dodge pickup truck with plow from Kudyba Body Shop for use on the smaller streets and narrow roads in the borough.  The motion carried.
Mr. DeSalvo motioned and Mr. Bennett seconded the motion to pay the borough secretary, for three months salary of $2,125.00 in 2009 when she came to learn and take over the job from the previous secretary.  The motion carried.

Mayor Brockman stated that the budget was acceptable to him.
Mr. DeSalvo motioned and Mr. Bennett seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
